Catholic Life 
Gospel Value for February:  Love  

In February, we will be considering how we respond to the teachings of Christ in his bidding to  
‘Love one another as I have loved you’ John 13:34 
 
It is not merely a suggestion, but a requirement for discipleship, defining how followers of Christ are to 
interact with one another. This means that we should always endeavour to be: 

• Sacrificial & Selfless: It is a love that lays down one's life, as Jesus did on the cross. It involves prioritizing 

the well-being of others over personal comfort. 

• Unconditional: This love is not based on deservingness, but rather on the imitation of God's grace. Jesus 

modelled this by washing the feet of all his disciples, including Judas, who was about to betray him. 

• Active, Not Passive: It is not merely a feeling, but a decision and an action—serving, forgiving, and uplifting 

others.  

How to show Love: 

We act as witnesses to the world by demonstrating the transforming power of Jesus’ love in our daily 
lives.  

• Service and Humility: The washing of the feet is a direct instruction to act as servants, taking on humble 

tasks for the sake of others. 

• Forgiveness: Following Christ's example requires forgiving others, even when it is difficult. 

• Eucharistic Connection: The context of this command is the Last Supper (Maundy Thursday), linking this 

love to the Eucharist, where Jesus offers his body and blood, and to the calling to "do this in memory of 

me" (Luke 22:19), which means to serve as he served. 

• Opposing "Selfish Ambition": The call is to move away from self-centeredness and toward a life of service.

Maths Quiz Team 

Last Wednesday, Rajvivaan, Aron, Aadhish and Gabby went to the area maths quiz at St Thomas Beckett 
School.  There were 18 teams there as most of the schools had brought two teams.  For each question, 
everyone could give their own answer, but if only one of us got it correct we only got a quarter of the 
available points.  There were 30 questions and we saw where we were ranked after every 5 questions.  The 
first 10 questions were for 20 points and at the end of the round we were close to halfway; around 89th, I 
think.  The next 10 questions were for 60 points which was much harder and at the end we were just 
around halfway.  Just close enough to catch up!  The final 10 were for 100 points and were very difficult; 
after 5 of them we were in 7th and at the end we were in 6th.  On the last question, I missed the question, 
which was annoying because we could have got the points.

Important Notice 
Miss Middleton, our attendance officer, and I met with our Education Welfare Officer earlier in the week.  
One of the factors that is of concern to us is punctuality in the morning.  The school gates open at 8.15, the 
main doors open at 8.25am and children are expected to be in class by 8.30am when registration 
commences. I daily see families arriving at or close to 8.40am, by which time the register has been taken 
and the children are late.  The EWO has advised me that, in order to ensure that children are in class on 
time, I should close the alley gate at 8.30am, which will require any pupils arriving after this time to come 
into school through the front entrance (which will require a long walk round from the alley gate).  Could 
parents please note this and ensure that you arrive prior to 8.30am; I will not be able to keep the gate 
open and let you in until 8.40am, which is my current practice.

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TENTEN Newsletter - February 2026 

 
February brings the first signs of Spring and new life, and our resources offer gentle inspiration for learning 
and growing. This month invites children to reflect on how we can be encouraged by the lives of the saints 
and faithful followers of Jesus. 
 
As the month continues, we begin Lent, a time to prepare, pray and renew our friendship with God. 
Through the Lenten assembly series, children explore what it means to say “Yes!” to God, and the series of 
daily prayers helps them grow in confidence as they walk along with Jesus on their Lenten journey. 
 
This newsletter shares some of the content children will experience in school throughout February, and 
suggests ways for you to engage with them about it. We hope it is a useful resource for your family prayer 
time. 
 

FRASSATI - THE MAN OF THE BEATITUDES 
 
In the week beginning 2nd February, children are introduced to Jesus’ teaching in the Beatitudes 
(Matthew 5:1-12), learning that true happiness comes from friendship with God and choosing ways of 
living that reflect the Gospel.  
 
Through the example of St Pier Giorgio Frassati, children see how we can put others first through simple, 
thoughtful choices, allowing the Beatitudes to guide our own words and actions. You might want to 
watch our video about St Pier Giorgio on the Online Parent Portal and discover how he received the title 
‘man of the Beatitudes’. 
 
With your child/ren, you may also like to… 
 

● Talk about the word “blessed” in the context of Jesus’ words (which is also translated as ‘happy’) 
and what this might mean in everyday life. 
 

● Share examples of people who, like St Pier Giorgio, show kindness quietly and consider small ways 
to put others first during the week. 

 
SALT OF THE EARTH 

 
The assembly for the second week of February, gives children another opportunity to reflect on Jesus’ 
words: “You are the salt of the Earth.” (Matthew 5:13-16) Just as salt enhances and brings out the best in 
food, Jesus calls us to consider how our words and actions can bring out the best in themselves and 
others.  
 
Children learn that they can be a positive influence on others as they grow in faith and love, and that 
even small actions can help to brighten the world around them.  
 
With your child/ren, you may also like to… 
 

● Try a simple cooking activity together, noticing how a little salt changes and brings out the flavour 
of food, just as through following Jesus we can help bring ‘flavour’, to enhance our lives and the 
lives of others.

● Talk about how small acts of kindness and encouragement can make a difference to others, and 

think of ways they can help people this week. 

 
CONFIDENCE IN GOD’S WORD 
 

This month’s daily prayers help children begin Lent by thinking about having confidence in God’s Word. 
They learn that in the desert, (Matthew 4:1-11) Jesus remembered the Scriptures, finding strength to resist 
temptation and choose God’s way. Children are encouraged to walk along with Jesus and grow in 
confidence as they listen to and trust in God’s Word. 

You might like to listen to our Lenten song on the Online Parent Portal, ‘Walking along with Jesus’, as part 
of your family prayer time and/or use this prayer which encourages us to trust in God’s guidance. 

Almighty God, 
 through this season of Lent, 
 help us to learn more about Jesus 
 and the wonderful gifts He gives us. 
 May our words and actions show that we belong to Him. 
 We ask this through Jesus Christ, your Son, 
 who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, 
 one God, forever and ever.
